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HISTORY AND DEVELOPMENT
OF MADINAH BOOKS

Dr Abdur Rahim is a native of India. He was born in the state of Tamil Nadu in 1933. He did his B.A.

In
the beglnmng he prepared his lessons on sheets of papers, made photocopies, distributed to the students
and then taught them. As these lessons and notes papers grew in numbers, the University asked Dr
Abdur Rahim to turn these papers into book form. And lo and behold! The Madinah Books were born.

These books proved to be a great success. The students as well as the people in charge of the University
liked the Madinah Books. Over the next few years, Dr Abdur Rahim kept on improving the books and
adding more lessons to them.

The students, who graduated from Madinah Books, took the books to their native homelands and
countries and thus, Madinah Books spread beyond the walls of the Islamic University in Madinah. Now
they have become the most popular books all over the world to teach Arabic to students whose mother
tongue is not Arabic. Scores of universities and colleges around the world have adopted Madinah
Books in their curriculum to teach Arabic.

Arabic has 28 letters. Of these 14 are called solar letters, and the other 14 are called
lunar letters.

In the articulation of the solar letters the tip or the blade of the tongue is involved
as in i, n, r, s, etc. The tip or the blade of the tongue does not play any part in the
articulation of the lunar letters as b, w, m, k, etc.

When « J\ » 1is prefixed to a noun beginning with a solar letter the « J »

of « J\ » is assimilated to the solar letter, e.g. al-shamsu (the sun) is pronounced

ash-shamsu.
No change takes place in writing ( J«W“ ). The assimilation is indicated by the

shaddah on the first letter of the noun.
No such assimilation takes place with the lunar letters, e.g., al-qamaru (the moon)

is pronounced al-qamaru (\ja.a.“, ).

Here are some more examples of the assimilation of the «I» of «aly to the solar letter
